Community Development 
● The available lot count in Raymore has fallen below 700 after reaching a high of 1,256 

available lots for new home construction in 2009. As of June 1, there are now 697 available 
lots for new home construction. This reduction occurred while new phases of Creekmoor 
continue to be added to the supply of lots available. There are currently 205 homes under 
construction in Raymore. 

● The Planning & Zoning Commission will meet on Tuesday, June 7, to consider the 
following applications: 

○ High Point at Creekmoor Third Final Plat. 
○ Conditional Use Permit for the Raymore Municipal Center public meeting space 

building. 
○ Site plan for a 3-lot commercial development at Dean Ave. and 58 Highway. 
○ 5th amendment to the Creekmoor Memorandum of Understanding. 
○ Public hearing on a request for permanent closure and removal of the driveway 

access to 58 Highway from the former Ryan’s Restaurant. 

● Richard Mather filed an application for rezoning and final plat approval to modify the lot 
configuration and development standards for undeveloped lots contained in Phase 2 of 
Shadowood Subdivision, predominantly along S. Washington Street.  The Planning and 
Zoning Commission will consider the application at its July 5, 2016 meeting.
